Generous donations from those sponsors allowed us to provide prizes for each of the 8 official events we held, as well as a few door prizes.  Rubik Promotions gave a trophy to the winner of the 3x3x3 event, and gold/silver/bronze medals to winners of each of the events.

Canadian Cubing (canadiancubing.com) oversaw the day, allowing us to qualify as one of the WCA (World Cube Association;  worldcubeassociation.org) official competitions.

A Thank You to the école secondaire catholique L'Escale, home of Le Club de Cube, where this three-year long journey has started, and home of the RCN-NCR series of competitions. De La Salle High School in Ottawa also has a cubing club, and some of their members came and competed.

Many of the best Canadian cubers were at the Rockland competition.  In fact, three significant national records were broken:

· 3x3x3 one handed (average); Canadian record, by Antoine Cantin (Rockland); 15.23 seconds

· 4x4x4 (“single”); Canadian record, by Louis Cormier (Rockland); 35.08 seconds

· 3x3x3; Malaysian national record, by Jonathan Tan Wei Xiat (Malaysia); 9.77 seconds

Two Rockland competitiors stood out from the others, each getting 6 medals out of a possibility of 8:

· Antoine Cantin: 3rd, blindfolded (1:22.33), 2nd in  Megaminx (1:12.94), 1st with his feet (47.14), 3rd in 4x4x4 (46.76), 3rd in 2x2x2 (3.16) et 1st in 3x3x3 one handed (18.97)

· Louis Cormier: 1st in Megaminx (56.47), 2nd with this feet (49.94), 1st in 4x4x4 (40.39), 2nd in Pyraminx (6.14), 2nd in 2x2x2 (3.10) et 2nd in 3x3x3 (10.28)

The next steps for our local cubers are the Canadian Open 2013 competition in Toronto, on July 6-7, followed by the Rubik's World  Championship 2013, in Las Vegas on July 26-28, 2013.
